THE IMPACT OF Al ON CREATIVE INDUSTRIES
A. The Tech-Optimist lllustrator

Al is not coming for our jobs; it is coming for our drudgery. In the world of commercial illustration, we
spend hours on shading, texture mapping, and background rendering. Al can now handle these
mechanical steps in seconds. This allows the artist to focus on what truly matters: the core concept and
the emotional narrative of the piece. Moreover, for people who have brilliant ideas but lacked the
technical "hand-eye coordination" to draw, Al acting as a co-pilot has opened doors that were previously

bolted shut. It's an era of unprecedented creative participation.
B. The Traditionalist Gallery Curator

There is a profound difference between "generative output” and "art." Art is a record of human
experience, including the struggle, the errors, and the specific cultural soul of the creator. When an Al
produces a perfect image, it feels hollow because it lacks the intentionality of a human hand. | suspect
we will soon see a "slow art" movement, similar to the organic food movement, where collectors seek out
works with a guaranteed "human-only" provenance. We value art because of the person behind it; once

you remove the human, you are just looking at a very complex mathematical average.
C. The Media Executive

From a business perspective, Al is an efficiency miracle. We can now use algorithms to scan decades of
successful film scripts and music charts to identify exactly what tropes or chord progressions will
resonate with a specific demographic. However, the downside is "content saturation." If everyone uses
the same tools to optimize for the same "perfect" result, we end up with a flood of safe, bland, and
indistinguishable media. Furthermore, the legal landscape is a mess. Who owns the copyright when an
Al is trained on millions of copyrighted images without the original artists' consent? We are heading for a

decade of courtroom battles.
D. The Industry Researcher

While the focus is often on the "grand" art, we must look at the bottom of the ladder. Many young
creatives start their careers doing "grunt work"-storyboarding, basic copywriting, or stock photo editing. If
Al takes these roles, how will the next generation of masters learn their craft? We are cutting off the
training grounds. Additionally, the concept of "originality" is being blurred. If an artist uses an Al to
generate 90% of a work but provides the final 10% of "curation," who is the author? We are moving
toward a future where the "prompt engineer" is the new director, and the ability to curate will be more

valuable than the ability to create from scratch.
